The Gwàghā NìhīnáɁò-ná – Legislative Procedures Technical Services (L.P.T.S) Department will be initiating a 
thorough review, reorganization, and update of the Tsúùtʼínà Nation Legislative Process Act (2018) and related 
internal functions. To maintain our workplace policies in accordance with current regulations and aligned with our 
Tsúùtʼínà Nation mandates and objectives. 

The LPTS office will be on a temporary suspension of operations to facilitate this essential project from March 
27th, 2026, and will not extend past June 26th, 2026. Please see HCMC Motions attached that clarifies the 
LPTS closure. 

The LPTS office will be closed and there will be no access for drafting or legislative sessions during this period. For 
any Legislative Requests, or feedback please direct your submissions to lpts@tsuutina.com. While LPTS is closed 
and unable to accept further documents, rest assured that we will respond to your inquiries once normal operations 
resume.

Citizen engagement and input will commence when normal operations resume. This is to ensure transparency and 
inclusion of the Nation on any proposed amendments to the Legislative Process Act (2018).
